A design-build partnership between IRWIN Industries and
Hobbs-Bannerman’s engineering group, the Well Cellar Relocation &
Consolidation Project involved the excavation and construction of two well
cellars, the drilling of nearly 500 new wells and the removal of more than
50 wells from the surrounding neighborhoods. These “satellite wells” were
centralized into the new cellars.

The original project began in August 2006 and was completed in April
2008; however, the client has continued to award additional civil construc-
tion work to IRWIN and piping design to Hobbs-Bannerman. This additional
work extended the completion date through Summer 2008.

In addition to engineering and construction services, the IRWIN / Hobbs-
Bannerman partnership also supervised subcontractors who built a
perimeter wall around the project, as well as the landscapers. A compre-
hensive site-specific safety plan was also developed for the site.
